It has come to the attention of Special Olympics Iowa that some Coaches are asking our volunteer Sports Directors and Officials for special privileges for their athletes because of some disability that affects the athlete’s performance.  Special Olympics is like any other sports program in that it is conducted with rules to be followed to make the competition fair to everyone.  If the athlete cannot perform the event correctly then they probably need to compete in another event.  However, there are a few exceptions.  If you have an athlete who for any reason cannot perform according to the rules, please complete this form and send it along with your entry.  The Area Directors or State Staff will let you know if we can make an exception to a rule or if your athlete will only be allowed to compete according to the rules.  If your request is not allowed, you will have the option of entering that athlete in a different event, i.e. shorter running event, swimming freestyle in place of breast stroke, developmental event, etc.
